First Visit Talking Points (for Home Visitor)
In any easy and casual fashion, mention to the parent(s), perhaps as you put the toy chest together:

1.  That you will come twice a week, once to demonstrate the new toy or book, and the second time for a review session when the parent will work with the child.  Between sessions with the Home Visitor, the parent(s) will be playing and reading to their child.

2.  We believe the parent(s) are the most important people in preparing their children for school, and that when parents and children talk while playing together in a relaxed fashion, children do better when they get to school.  This is why a parent must be present at each session.

3.  If possible, the visits should be scheduled when “we three” can be alone, so the parent is free from distractions.

4.  Arrange for 2 half-hour sessions regularly every week. You and the parent will complete and sign two copies of the Participation Agreement. The parent will keep one copy of the agreement.

5.  Make sure the parent understands that occasionally a session may be cancelled (e.g., in case of illness), but assure the parent(s) that we have a buddy system to try to cover for HVs who cannot make a planned session and that there are makeup weeks scheduled throughout the year.

Note:  Your Program Coordinator will tell the parent(s) in your presence that she is available and responsible for seeing that child and parents are served in the best way possible, and that either the Coordinator or the Home Visitor can be contacted if the parents have any questions or problems concerning any part of the program. ALL are working as a team with the child’s best interests as their primary concern. The Coordinator will also alert the parents to the fact that the HV will ask them some questions every week because the information is necessary in understanding better how children learn.
