	Causing things to happen:

	Ask questions about the illustrations to help the child to reason things out:

	See the tail.  What does it feel like?  Look at the teeth.  What can he do with his teeth?

	What is the dinosaur with the shiny flippers doing?

	Feel the horns.  Can you make a scratchy sound with your fingers on the horns?

	Look at the dinosaur.  Feel the spines.  How do they feel?
