1. Invite the child to look and listen

2. Try to sit with the child between you and the mother

3. Show and read the title page

4. Show and describe how to turn the pages and treat the book

5. Read to the child in a clear, easy voice. Don’t go too fast.

	Shapes:
	circles (title page, lollipop, cherries), rectangle (cheese, cake), oval (egg, caterpillar eyes), triangle (watermelon slice, top of cherry pie)

	Sizes:
	little (egg, caterpillar), big (sun, moon, tree)

	Textures:
	soft (ice cream, caterpillar), juicy (watermelon, oranges, plums), smooth (apple, lollipop), rough (pickle, cocoon), fuzzy (caterpillar)

	Relationships:
	moon-sky, sun-sky, caterpillar-butterfly, hungry-eat, sleep-cocoon

	Numbers:
	1 egg, 1 caterpillar, 1 cocoon, 1 butterfly, 1-5 fruits

	Categories:
	fruit= watermelon, oranges, plums, apples, animals=caterpillar, butterfly  

	Causing things to happen:
	What happens when the caterpillar eats something? What happened to the little egg? What happened to the caterpillar?

	Invite the child to tell about personal experiences:

	What do you like to eat when you are hungry? What happens when you eat too much food? Have you ever seen a caterpillar? Was it large or small? Have you ever seen a butterfly?

	Ask questions about the illustrations to help the child to reason things out:

	Which circle is your favorite color? Which is bigger, the caterpillar or the sun? What did the caterpillar eat first? (Push the toy caterpillar through the hole.) How many plums did the caterpillar eat? Name all the foods he ate through on Saturday? What did the caterpillar eat to help him feel better? How does the caterpillar look now? What is his new house called? What did he turn into?


7. Encourage the child to join in when you read familiar words

8. Enjoy the book yourself

9. Invite the mother to take over the reading as soon as she and the child seem ready
