	Animals, people, eating utensils, body parts, colors

	Causing things to happen:
	When you open your eyes, you can see many things.   When you close your eyes, you cannot see anything. You can tell the rhyming words: wink-pink, red-bed, moon-spoon, man-can, holes-poles, trees-bees, clocks-socks, ants-underpants, rings-strings-things, pie-sky

	Invite the child to tell about personal experiences:

	Can you wink?  What color are your eyes?  Do you like to use words that rhyme?

	Introduce the vocabulary in the book:
