How The Program Works

Trained Home Visitors visit families with 2‑ and 3‑year‑old children twice a week for two years during the school year. 

In play sessions with the parent and child, the Home Visitor demonstrates parenting techniques using carefully chosen books and toys.

Home visits are scheduled at the convenience of parents, so that moms and dads who are working or in school can easily participate. The books and toys used during the visits are provided to families at no cost, and families are encouraged to use them as much as possible between visits.

The Home Visitors help parents to realize their role as their child's first and most important teacher. They generate excitement about learning and verbal interaction in the home through books, toys and play.


Respect for the privacy and ethnic and cultural heritage of all families is always observed.

The Program Makes a Difference
 Studies show that more than 80% of children who were participants graduate from high school.  Children who participate score significantly better on school readiness measures than do children from similar backgrounds.

 Children who participate score at or above the    national average on standardized reading and math tests in 2nd, 5th and 7th grades.
